3.3 Using a period to complete abbreviation of common titles used as proper nouns (Ex.: Mr., Mrs., Dr., etc.)

· Use a period after an abbreviation. An abbreviation is a shortened form of a word or phrase used chiefly in writing to represent the full form. If an abbreviation comes at the end of a sentence, do not add another period.

Examples:  Ms. Williams

                   To get to Mr. Garcia's house, turn left on Main St.

  Everyone has a title that is used when being formally addressed. Most men are called "Mister," and their wives may be addressed as "Missus" or "Ms." The words mister and missus are usually abbreviated, or shortened, when we write them. When words are abbreviated, you must put a period at the end of the word to indicate that it has been shortened. Mister becomes "Mr." and missus becomes "Mrs." In the same way, other titles are also abbreviated. Junior comes at he end of the name when abbreviated: Frank Albury, Jr. Below are some common titles and their abbreviations: 

Doctor becomes Dr. 

Senator becomes Sen. 

Governor becomes Gov.
