· Identifying nouns and verbs


NOUNS

A noun is a word that names a person, place, thing, or quality.

Examples:     desk, shoes, candle, love, waitress, Miami, Mr. Jones, mountains

VERBS

A verb is a word that expresses action or state of being.

Action verbs show action (run, swim, dance, sleep, think).

States of being verbs do not show action.

Verbs that show state of being are linking verbs (am, is, are, was, were, being, been). A linking verb does not show action. Instead, it links the subject to a word that describes or identifies the subject. A verb is a linking verb if it can replace one of the verbs of being (for example: look, feel, smell, sound, see, appear, become).
