13.3 Identifying Sentences and Non-Sentences

· A sentence is a group of words that expresses a complete thought. A sentence must have subject and a predicate.

Examples:  We found a deserted cabin at the top of the hill.

                   Stop! (The subject is (you) understood.

· A fragment is a group of words that does not express a complete thought.

Examples:   At the top of the hill

                    While we were waiting
